Response to Consultation from 1 November to 13 December
At the meeting held on 4 November 2013 the following areas were highlighted. 

Change of Development Boundary at Nichols Corner

The Parish Council has included, in two responses to Site Specific consultation, the disagreement to the change of the Development Boundary to the Affordable Housing site on Nichols Road.  

As yet we have received no reply or response addressing this issue.

All the information contained in the site specific allocation document only refers to Development sites and no information has been included regarding the opposition regarding the change of the Development Boundary on Nichols Road to the side of the Affordable Housing Development.
The following paragraphs are included in the responses to previous consultation.

“Regarding the proposed changes to the Village Development Boundary at the Affordable Housing site in Nichols Road, the Parish Council is adamant this amendment must be removed.  The Affordable Housing site is an exception site and the Parish Council agreed to its development by South Norfolk on the grounds that it would not be extended for further development.  If the site had been submitted to the Local Development Framework it would not fit the criteria. The extension to the development boundary at Nichols Road must be removed.”
“South Norfolk is reminded the residents of Alpington and Yelverton, responding to consultation regarding the Affordable Housing site, will not tolerate any further development of the Affordable Housing site.”
Councillors are resolute in their insistence on this issue and make the point that if ALP1 is approved, this will satisfy the housing needs of Alpington and Yelverton for the next 10-15 years and therefore why is there any need for an extension of the development boundary along Nichols Road.  The Development Boundary on Nichols Road contravenes the agreement with South Norfolk Council regarding the Affordable Housing development, if submitted to the Local Development Framework this piece of land would not fit the criteria for development, the land used Affordable housing developments can only be place on land outside the development boundary.  South Norfolk assured the Parish Council at the time of agreement the site would not be extended in way shape or form for any further development.
Allocated site on Wheel Road ALP1

Councillors stated that at no time had the Parish Council accepted South Norfolk’s Local Plan allocations and proposals, the development proposal of 10 dwellings was being imposed on the Village by The South Norfolk Local Plan and all previous objections remained current.

However, if 10 dwellings are to be imposed on the village by South Norfolk at Wheel Road ALP1 Councillors want to respond to this latest round of consultation by insisting deliverable Traffic Calming measures be installed in this area.

The minimum traffic calming measures need to include 
· 2 speed activated signs 
· 30 mph speed limit signs throughout.
Please accept this letter as response to the consultation ending on 13 December 2013.

Councillors ask that all the comments included in this letter are considered before any decisions are made regarding the above issues.
